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his Executive Summary of the 2006 Annua Uniform Crime Report, Crime in Pennsylvania, is intended

to provide readers with a high-level overview of the nature of crime in Pennsylvania. This summary

highlights statewide statistics and topics of interest. Detailed statistics and analysis are contained in the
complete 2006 Annual Uniform Crime Report, Crime in Pennsylvania, which is available for review on-line
through the Pennsylvania Uniform Crime Reporting System (PAUCRY) at http://ucr.psp.state.pa.us.

During 2006, the Pennsylvania UCR Program received data for 1,165 jurisdictions. Contributions to the
Program may range from the submission of data for one month to the submission of data for the entire year.
Individual agencies may have submitted data for multiple jurisdictions. Contributing jurisdictions and the
corresponding number of submissions are identified in the complete report.

Prior to June 1, 2005, reporting of UCR data by Pennsylvania law enforcement agencies was not mandatory.
On November 29, 2004, Governor Edward G. Rendell signed Act 180 into law, which mandated UCR reporting
for al state, county, and local law enforcement agencies within the Commonwealth.

Information contained in this complete report is based on actual data submitted as of the date of compilation.
Analysisis based on data that may have been updated after release of proceeding years' reports.

here were 984,187 actual crimes of al types reported to the UCR Program by Pennsylvania law
enforcement agencies. This represents a rate of 7,911.1 crimes per 100,000 population, an increase of
2.1 percent from last year's total of 963,657 actual crimes.

Crime Index offenses are considered to be both most serious and most likely to be reported, and are used
nationally as the standard base for comparisons. They include: murder and nonnegligent manslaughter, forcible
rape, robbery, aggravated assault, burglary, larceny-theft, motor vehicle theft, and arson. Manslaughter by
negligenceisaPart | offense, but is not considered as part of the Crime Index.

This year 339,237 Crime Index offenses were reported and confirmed by Pennsylvania police after
investigation. Actually, 346,660 Crime Index offenses were reported, but 2.1 percent or 7,423 were unfounded
following investigation, ranging from 11.4 percent unfounded for rape by force to .7 percent unfounded for
robbery knife or cutting instrument. Crime Index offenses increased by 1.4 percent from last year's total of
334,596. The Crime Index rate this year was 2,726.8.

In addition, 644,926 Part 11 offenses were reported with a rate of 5,184.0 per 100,000 population. Thisis an
increase of 2.5 percent from the 629,044 Part |1 offenses reported last year. Part Il offenses include: other
assaults, forgery and counterfeiting, fraud, embezzlement, stolen property, vandalism, weapons, prostitution,
other sex offenses, drug abuse violations, gambling, offenses against the family, driving under the influence,
liguor law violation, drunkenness, disorderly conduct, vagrancy, and all other offenses.

This year 48.2 percent of al offenses were cleared; 27.6 percent of the Crime Index offenses and 59.0 percent
of all Part Il offenses.

Metropolitan Statistical Area (MSA) is composed of an entire county or group of counties with at least
one core city, with the whole area meeting criteria of certain metropolitan characteristics established by
the United States Bureau of the Census. It should be noted that the crime rate of core city jurisdictions

in MSAs continued to be much higher than the suburban jurisdictions. The volume of offenses was higher in
suburban jurisdictions than the core jurisdictions and was aso the highest among all population groups. No
attempt is made throughout this report to correct for the influx of seasonal, temporary residents, and tourists
during the year. Crime rates are based upon the permanent population.

Arrests

Arrests are primarily a measure of success in police investigation in relation to the criminal offenses taking
place within a community. Arrest practices, policies, and enforcement emphasis will vary from place to place
and from time to time within a community. Arrests do, however, provide a useful indicator as to the age, sex,
and race of personsinvolved in criminal acts, especially for crimes that have high solution rates.

A total of 481,552 arrests were made in Pennsylvania, a 2.3 percent increase from last year. Asindicated in the
following table, Part |1 offense arrests totaled 400,338 or 83.1 percent of all arrests, a 2.8 percent increase from
last year. Part | offense arrests numbered 81,214 or 16.9 percent of all arrests, decreasing by .4 percent.

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nalysis revealed that 76.1 percent or 366,344 arrestees were male; 23.9 percent or 115,208 were female;

69.7 percent or 335,650 were White; 29.7 percent or 142,890 were Black; and .6 percent or 2,995 were

Other Races; 23.1 percent or 111,315 of the arrestees were under 18 years old; and 53.4 percent or
257,229 of the arrestees were under 25 years old. Arrests of males increased by 2.2 percent and arrests of
Whites increased by 1.0 percent, while arrests of juvenilesincreased by 3.3 percent.

Juvenile arrestees were disposed of as follows. 33.6 percent or 37,363 were handled within the police
department and released; 33.1 percent or 36,848 were referred to juvenile court or juvenile probation
department; .2 percent or 244 were referred to welfare agencies; .5 percent or 582 were referred to other police
agencies; and 32.6 percent or 36,278 were referred to criminal or adult court, usually the district magistrate for
specified petty crimes such as underage drinking and shoplifting.

Adults arrested and counted for UCR purposes in Pennsylvania are those who are formally charged with a
crime. Crime suspects who are questioned and released are not counted as arrested. Juveniles are counted as
arrested when circumstances are such that if they were adults an arrest would be tallied.

There were 339,237 Crime Index offenses reported to Pennsylvania police departments this year, an average of
929 each day, or one every 1 minute and 33 seconds. Thisis a 1.4 percent increase from the 334,596 Crime

Index offenses reported last year. The Crime Index rate was 2,726.8.

Arrests

There were 81,178 arrests this year for Crime Index offenses. This is a .4 percent decrease from the 81,480
arrests last year. Persons arrested for Crime Index offenses were predominantly male (74.3 percent), White

(62.8 percent), and under 25 years of age (52.8 percent).
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Definition: The Crime Index offenses of murder and nonnegligent manslaughter, forcible rape, robbery, and

aggravated assault comprise the general category of Violent Crime.

There were 52,432 Violent Crime offenses reported to Pennsylvania police departments this year, an average of
144 each day, or one every 10 minutes and 1 second. This is a 3.6 percent increase from the 50,621 Violent

Crime offenses reported last year. The Violent Crime rate was 421.5.

Arrests

There were 26,050 arrests this year for Violent Crime offenses. Thisis a 3.0 percent increase from the 25,293
arrests last year. Persons arrested for Violent Crime offenses were predominantly male (81.2 percent), Black

(52.0 percent), and under 25 years of age (51.3 percent).
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Definition: The Crime Index categories of burglary, larceny-theft, motor vehicle theft, and arson comprise the

general category of Property Crime.

Over the 5-year
period from 2002 to 2006, atotal of 19 officers were killed while performing their official duties.

There were 3,120 assaults on police officers this year, representing a 5.1 percent increase from the 2,970
assaults reported last year. The assault rate per 100 officersincreased to 12.3 from 12.0 last year.

Jurisdictions with populations of 100,000 to 249,999 experienced the highest assault rate (40.9). Statewide, 7 of
the population groups had higher rates than last year.
